· Family centered treatment

· Referrals from courts, schools, physicians, pediatricians, psychologists and psychiatrists.

· Funding varies – Medicaid, Mental Health, private pay

· In home – 2 to 3 times a week – range is about six months

· Service area – Richmond, Hanover, Richmond City, Henrico, Chesterfield and others

· Adhere to policies and provide reports

· Provide clients information on how to file a grievance
· Will recruit for potential LHRC member
Affiliates are required to attend one meeting a year.  Will send quarterly reports.

	Behavior Restraint
Plans
	L. Slaughter provided an overview of the Behavioral Management Committee – ensure patient rights are upheld regarding behavioral restraint plans. 
· Behavioral restraint to be used as alternative intervention as part of individual treatment plan

· Plans are reviewed by BMC, Patient Advocate and LHRC

· Average 2 – 3 new plans a month

· At present there are 26 patients on behavior plans – these are working documents that are updated

· LHRC to review plans before implementation

26 individual plans for restraint were reviewed and approved with no recommendations.
