· When entering the report, in order to close it out you have to complete the Investigation Page in CHRIS.  Notification on Investigation Page is when you notified individual that they have the right to appeal the decision.  Must include the accused names.
· Peer to Peer is not that the incident happened; it is what your staff did to correct the incident.  
· Commissioner Dr. Ferguson has resigned and took a position in the Governor’s Office.  Jack Barber is Interim Commission for now.
· October is Mental Health Awareness month.  Starke Behavioral Health Services created a booklet and shared it with the community to bring attention to Mental Health Awareness.
· Changes coming up with the Office of Human Rights.  New Human Rights Regulations are on the Governor’s desk.  When they are in effect, she will send them to you via email.
