	Food Service
	Annette Marquard, Food Service Director, gave an overview of the Food Service Department.  Ms. Marquard told the Committee that the Food Service Department should be moving into the new facility around February 4th.  Five staff members will be added to the Food Service Department.

The new cook/chill system will be implemented at the time of the move.  The new system will keep hot items hot and cold items cold.  Food will be prepared at the new facility and then trucked to PGH where the trays will be re-thermed in docking stations on the units.  Supplements, snacks, juice, etc. will be kept on the units.

Ms. Marquard stated that 85-90% of PGH patients are on special diets.

	Anne Stiles reported that there have been quite a few complaints at Crossroads that she was not aware of.  Ms. Stiles will be working with staff on reporting complaints.  
Discussion of Ms. Stiles’ upcoming retirement resulted in agreement that the Committee will send a letter to Margaret Walsh requesting that recruitment for the Advocate’s position begin soon.  This will facilitate a smooth transition and better coverage.

Ms. Stiles reported that she has requested that the issues of weekend activities and method of distributing information be resolved prior to her retirement.

Ms. Stiles stated that T. Keller’s term will end this year and that her last meeting will be in April.  A suggestion for nomination was James Dyson.
