	Community Program Affiliates Reports
	D. Banks of My Brother’s Keeper gave an update on the program.  He stated that an allegation of neglect was reported to the Mecklenburg DSS on 8/17/10.  The allegation stated that staff dropped two children off at home with no parent present.  There is a time period of 45-60 days for the investigation to take place.  My Brother’s Keeper has provided training for staff on what to do if this situation happens.  They came up with a plan of correction.  
S. Smith from Crossroads reported that they had one complaint in August.  They average 1-2 complaints per month.

CJW Life reported that on 8/18/10 their policies and procedures were approved.   They have been assigned a licensing specialist who will do a site review.  Within the next couple of months the program should begin.


	
	

	PGH Facility Director’s Report
	S. Herrick reported

· that one complaint has been appealed to the LHRC
· VCBR has a new director
· When VCBR census reaches 600, will reopen Petersburg, and possibly rent closed jail space to accommodate these residents.  The locations will be assigned different levels of behavior.
· Combined campus staff will number approximately 800.

· Dr. Heck is PGH’s new Clinical Director.  

· ESH has been decertified by the Federal government.  They were cited by CMS on specific areas.  PGH is the back-up for admissions.

· Closing beds at SWVMHI geriatric unit – Dr. Heck and Dr. Herrick will attend a meeting regarding this on Friday.

· Budget cuts and no revenue at ESH, PGH will possibly get their admissions
· PGH census is 115.  We can handle up to 128.  If necessary we could open a unit and in-house census could go up to 135.

· On hold for the new building

· VCBR will use the SHRC with support from the Deputy Commissioner 

· Blue Book will be revised in 2011.  Blue Book will be developed for VCBR.
· Dr. Herrick will be responsible for VCBR budget as well as PGH.
